School of Architecture of the Université Laval at Douglastown

Field course in Built Heritage and Cultural Landscapes
The Douglas Community Center will receive from May 15th to June 5th professors and students of the School of Architecture of the Université Laval for an intensive course in Built Heritage and Cultural Landscapes. Under the supervision of Tania Martin, assistant professor at the School and chair of the Canada Research in Built Religious Heritage, the group will study the built center of Douglastown, composed of the St. Patrick church, the presbytery, the old school, the cemetery and the Holy Name Hall ; the heritage value of this specific building will be the subject of special attention
The participants will experience the process of studying cultural landscapes and will develop their abilities to record, interpret and propose innovative ways of preserving these resources. The course presents the process of documenting and interpreting cultural landscapes, introduces conventional and avant-garde field recording techniques and lets participants put these techniques into practice. The students will document the case study site, paying attention to geographical, architectural, social, economic, cultural and religious dimensions. The Anglo-catholic population of Douglastown and the members of the St. Patrick Parish Fabrique will be invited to be part of the process during discussion journeys on the history and the value of the community.
The professional team around Tania Martin are Jules Bélanger, Historian, Laval Doucet from the Research and Intervention Chair on the Gaspe of the Université Laval, Jean Saint-Laurent, Architect at Public Works Canada and Nancy van Dolsen, Architectural and Landscape Historian at North Carolina State University. The School of Architecture has accepted an invitation from the Douglas Community Center and the St. Patrick Parish Fabrique to hold this session in Douglastown.
